Talken is non-custodial. You control your data, wallets, private keys, seed phrases, and device
security. We cannot recover keys, your chat messages or reverse blockchain transactions.

You bear all risks related to the security of your wallets and connected accounts.

3) End-to-end encryption & on-chain data

Message contents are encrypted client-side. Encrypted payloads may be stored on-chain and
become immutable and publicly visible in encrypted form (with associated public metadata
such as addresses, timestamps, and transaction hashes).

We cannot decrypt messages and cannot remove on-chain data once written.

4) No warranties; “as is”

The Services are provided “AS IS” and “AS AVAILABLE”, without warranties of any kind,
whether express or implied, including but not limited to merchantability, fitness for a
particular purpose, non-infringement, availability, accuracy, or that the Services will be
error-free or secure.
